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Members of the Undergraduate Audit & Review Committee met on Wednesday, April 26, 2006, for the Joint Program Review of the Integrated Science/Business BBA/BS.  The Committee reviewed six areas:  Program Description and Context; Personnel; Enrollments; Program Description & Evaluation; Academic Support Services; and Cost.    For each area, the Committee noted strengths and questions and/or areas of concern.  A copy of the Report is attached.  The Committee also made a final recommendation regarding this program. 

The Committee concluded:  

The program is meeting the needs of students for whom it was developed.  Although there have been three program coordinators since the program began, it appears to be operating smoothly and students have been able to graduate without any delays.  Graduates are able to secure employment upon graduation.  Program faculty are encouraged to continue to apply for external funding and follow-up on graduates.  Clarifying the difference between goals and objectives, differentiating the roles and responsibilities of the Steering Committee and Advisory Board, and rewriting the students’ performance objectives in behavioral terms, with appropriate assessment techniques, would further strengthen the program.  In addition, data and analysis are needed for predictive purposes to address the questions:  what should the program look like in years to come (especially with advancements in science and technology), and how will it meet these predictions?   

The Audit & Review Committee recommends the following:

Continuation of the Integrated Science/Business BBA and BS, and scheduling the next complete review in five years as part of the University’s Audit & Review cycle.
