To change the Alcohol and Other Drugs course offered through the Department of Safety Studies from an elective course to a General Education course. 
  

Justification for action: 

This course complements the courses in the General Education curriculum very well, in that there is virtually no overlap with material covered in other courses. This course will continue to focus on the individual within their own social/cultural world as it relates to a student’s attitudes, values, and personal choice related to the use/abuse of alcohol and other drugs. This course is designed to be primarily a self-awareness/self-empowering course with secondary emphasis on current and accurate information about alcohol and other drugs. 

This course clearly meets and encompasses at least two main goals of the General Education Program in the following ways: 

The course is designed to help the student make sound ethical and value judgments based on a student’s own intimate knowledge of their past successes, failures, and consequences of their individual and societal choices as it relates to personal and collegiate use of alcohol and drugs (General Education Goal 2); 

(2) The course is clearly designed to help students understand the factors and habits that are essential for continued mental and physical health and well being, and evaluate the information and advice offered on these topics(General Education Goal 9). 

While the above are seen as the primary goals that are met by this course, the achievement of such will be accomplished by incorporating several of the other goals into the fabric of the course. For example, the student will think critically by integrating accurate knowledge about alcohol and other drugs into their personal decision making system (General Education Goal 1); students will improve communication skills through regular discussion and writing assignments (General Education Goal 5); and students will acquire a base of knowledge that will empower them to make wise choices in regards to their capacity to understand and change personal and troubling behaviors throughout the course of their lives (General Education Goal 4).
