1. Exact description of request:

Summary:  A change in the designation of a core course necessitates a change in the program core for the MSE-Reading.  We are requesting that the Techniques of Assessment and Research course be housed in the Educational Foundations department instead of being interdepartmental.  Redesignating this course, currently EDUINDP740, as EDFOUND780, requires changing the MSE-Reading program to show that it incorporates the new, departmental course in place of the old, interdepartmental one.
