Proposal Information 
Course justification: The intent of the course would be to correct any deficiencies in the licensure portfolio.  Students must successfully complete this course in order to enroll in directed teaching/practicum or to be recommended for Wisconsin licensure.


Relationship to program assessment objectives: DPI has established new regulations for teacher licensure (PI 34).  In meeting these requirements, the College of Education is requiring all students to create a professional portfolio that reflects the student’s professional competencies and development.  The College has established phases for this portfolio development process and decision points for evaluation.  Students who cannot satisfy the portfolio requirements at any decision point described within the unit assessment plan must seek professional assistance by enrolling in this course to remediate deficiencies sited in the portfolio.  Therefore, this course is repeatable at each stage so that the student may satisfy the portfolio requirements at each decision point.


Budgetary impact:  Offered through Continuing Education and self-supporting.


Course description:  A course to assist students remove deficiencies in their portfolio in order to make the portfolio acceptable for student continuation in teacher education programs.

1. Students will re-examine the underlying principles and theories of authentic assessment and successfully reconstruct specified sections of their portfolio assessment tool.

2. Students will reflect on their own philosophy of education to make certain that it is linked to DPI’s Wisconsin Teaching Standards and to the assessment categories; students will make any necessary changes as a result.

3. Students will add new or improved work to satisfy any deficiencies in philosophy statements, artifacts, or in reflective narratives..

4. Students will improve any technological deficiencies as sited.

5. Students will have their work assessed by appointed professionals who will employ rubrics and other evaluative tools as developed by COE faculty, staff committees and ad hoc groups.
