II.                 Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objectives 

The change will enhance the ability of UW-Whitewater to "serve as a vital resource, particularly to the region" (UW-Whitewater Strategic Plan, 1996) by offering a program that meets the need of the region's teachers and other professionals in education for accessible graduate course work.  


III.               Rationale

Students in the MSE-Reading program need a basic understanding of educational research, including both quantitative and qualitative design and statistical analysis, to succeed in their other course work and to meet the program goal that graduates should (a) be able to use educational research to improve their practice and (b) be able to interpret educational research to colleagues and other audiences.  Either the Techniques of Research course or Techniques of Assessment and Research would serve these purposes. With the option to take either course, students would find it easier to schedule classes and maintain an appropriate pace in their progress to graduation.  Students in the MSE-Reading currently have extensive work in assessment, including Diagnosis and Remediation of Reading Difficulties K-6, Diagnosis and Remediation of Reading Difficulties 7-12, Developmental Reading in the Elementary School, Developmental Reading in the Secondary School, and, in the reading specialist licensure program, Research Related to the Teaching of Reading.  For those students who need still more of a focus on assessment, the Techniques of Assessment and Research course will remain available.  Advisors will determine which course is needed and will assist students in selecting the right one. 

IV.                 Cost implications 

This change is likely to increase enrollment in sections of EDFOUND 740, Techniques of Research.  When enrollment in sections of the course is restricted to students in certain programs, students in the MSE-Reading program will be advised to enroll in sections designated appropriate for Special Education or Counseling master's programs.  

*A proposal to renumber this course and shift it to the Educational Foundations heading is being developed by the Educational Foundations Department.  We understand that if the renumbering is approved, another proposal will be made if necessary to continue to include the course in this master's program.
