2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

These courses are related to the mission of the graduate program to provide continuous professional development related to critical issues facing the field of special education and the overall mission of College of Education and this University to provide programs leading to professional specialization with emphasis in education and provide continuing and outreach programs as an integrated institutional activity.

3. Rationale:

This change shifts 3 workshop credits from the degree to 3 upper level courses and permits program participants to transfer other appropriate workshop credits related to their professional development into their degree program without exceeding the number of workshop credits allowed in the Masters Degree.  This degree program which began in Fall 2001 has used the 490/690 Institute Series for three summers. These series have been very well attended (enrollment 2003=246) and successful in promoting the professional development of both graduate students and professionals in the region.  Given this success, the department would like to make the Institute Series a more permanent course structure.

4. Cost Implications:

There will be not additional cost for these courses. All courses will be summer session offerings only and self-supported.
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
