Course justification: Students seeking licensure as school library media specialists at the initial level in Wisconsin (currently the 901 license, will be 902 initial level as of summer 2004) are required to do two practicum experiences in the schools:  one at the elementary level and one at the secondary level.  In the past these two experiences have been done under the course number EDFNDPRC 793.  This proposal is part of a package to separate the two experiences into two different course numbers to avoid confusion when students are registering for courses and to put them with the rest of the library media courses in the catalog.

Students in the library media licensure program come from the undergraduate minor in library media, from the MSC&I in Library and Information Technology, and from the ranks of teachers seeking an additional license.  Currently there is no GPA requirement for students entering the field experience, except for those in the minor, which has  a requirement of 2.75  in all coursework in education.

Under the PI34 licensure rules that go into effect in the summer of 2004, entry into the practicum requires an assessment decision.  The 3.25 GPA in associated course grades would match required performance levels on competencies.

This requirement would go into effect for those entering the practicum in summer 2004. The requirements also apply to library media courses that are transferred in and to courses that are substituted for the listed methods courses. Students with the grades of "I" (incomplete) in library media courses will be ineligible for the practicum.

Relationship to program assessment objectives:
Assessment of the student’s  portfolio at the end of each practicum experience is part of the culminating assessment for licensure.  This data is used for program improvement.
