Attached please find a series of curriculum proposals for changes in the practicum courses for initial licensure as a school library media specialist for your review.  These proposals are intended to:

· Add a GPA requirement for students seeking initial licensure as school library media specialists in library media courses before entering the practicum.  This  is done by adding a GPA prerequisite to each practicum course.  The requirement will help identify students not prepared to go out into the practicum and align course grades with expectations in the portfolio review process.

· Add two new courses (i.e., LIBMEDIA 793E and LIBMEDIA 793S) to replace two sections of EDFNDPRC 793.  

· Students have difficulty distinguishing between the elementary level and the secondary level practicum when they are under the same number but just different sections.

· The practicum is in a general Educational Foundations number, not specific to library media.  By creating separate numbers, the course EDFNDPRC 793 remains available for others in the department who want to do some type of culminating field experience.

· Move the practicum courses to be listed with the other library media courses in the catalog.

These changes will impact students seeking initial licensure  and some students in the MS C&I degree with a Library and Information Technology emphasis for whom the practicum is a course option.  It will not impact the minor in school library media as the practicum is not part of the minor.
