FROM: Focuses on the specialized assessment practices for young children and those with severe disabilities.  Context includes development of skills to administer diagnostic-prescriptive instruments and how to use assessment information in developing Individual Education Plans (IEP’s) and how to present evaluative data to a multidisciplinary team.

Prereq:  480-426/626.  Restricted to students with professional ed admission

TO: Provides the students with knowledge of legal and ethical considerations of assessing 
young children Students acquire skills in screening, conducting norm-referenced 
assessments, writing reports, and communicating with parents and professionals. 
Graduate students will complete projects in addition to those required for those taking the 
class at the undergraduate level.
Prereq:  Restricted to post-baccalaureate students with professional education admission.  
I. Justification for action

This course is a part of the Early Childhood Education major.  The title and content have been changed to align with the ECE curriculum.  This course passed the UCC at the undergraduate level in 2001, but has not been passed by the Graduate Council. Post-baccalaureate students seeking licensure in Early Childhood Education need to be able to take this class at the graduate level.

II. Syllabus/outline (if course Revision) See attached syllabus.  Currently there are no graduate students in the class.  The following paragraph describes the additional project that graduate students will need to complete.  This project is consistent with the curriculum of the Special Education Master’s degree. 

Graduate students will complete projects that require leadership skills, and/or the ability to 
synthesize information at a professional level. Such projects might include: developing a policy 
handbook for interdisciplinary teams assessing young children; creating and presenting an 
in-service on a current topic related to the assessment of young children, using technology; 
writing a critical analysis of a new assessment instrument designed for young children.
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
