Nature of intelligence and basic characteristics of mental tests.  An intensive study of the Standford-Binet and Wechsler with a particular emphasis on practice in administration, scoring, subtest groupings and analysis on the Standford-Binet, functions and interpretations of Wechsler subtests, style and content of psychological writing, and nondiscriminatory assessment.  Field Work is Required.

Assessment III: Intellectual Functioning And Adaptive Behavior 3 cr
This course examines the nature of intelligence and basic characteristics of tests of cognitive functioning.  Intensive study of the Wechsler  Scales, the Differential Ability Scales, and other standardized assessments of cognitive functioning with a particular emphasis on practice in administration, scoring, and appropriate interpretation of scores is required.  The course will also examine the construct of adaptive behavior and its relationship to intelligence and culturally competent assessment.  Students will also receive training in written and oral communication of psychological information.  Field Work is Required.
Prereq: PSYCH-717 and PSYCH-740; admission to graduate study in the 



Psychology Department or consent of instructor.

II. Justification for action

Changes in PSYCH-740 necessitate changes to PSYCH -745.  Some of the content that historically has been addressed in this course (standardized and curriculum based assessment of academic achievement) previously has been shifted to the first course in the assessment sequence (see accompanying proposal).  As a result, there is time to address techniques for the assessment of adaptive behavior in greater detail.  Moreover, the curricular changes that are proposed for Assessment I and Assessment II support an approach to teaching these topics that is consistent with the direction of empirical research and current public policy.

Course Objectives:

Students will demonstrate competencies in understanding the constructs of intelligence and achievement. 

2.
Students will demonstrate competencies in the administration and scoring of a variety of intellectual and achievement measures. 

3.
Students will demonstrate competencies in the interpretation of psychoeducational assessment data. 

4.
Students will demonstrate competencies in communicating in professional reports the results of psychoeducational assessment data.

Specific Requirements and Grading:  This course is designed to provide competency-based training, therefore, students will receive training and practice until competency is achieved. Students who achieve competency will receive a grade of "A." An incomplete grade will be assigned for students who do not achieve competency by the end of me semester (students will have the opportunity to work toward competency). Students who are unwilling or unable to achieve competency will receive a failing grade and will be counseled toward removal from the school psychology program.

Students will become proficient in administering, scoring, and interpreting the following tests:

WISC-III

DAS preschool version

WJ-III Cognitive

VMI

WIAT-II


WJ-III Achievement


Curriculum-Based Assessment

Students will be required to test at least one child from each of the following age groups: Preschool, elementary, middle, and high school. Therefore, students will need to test at least 4 different children (more than this number is usually necessary). A child may be tested more than once but not on the same measure. Students also will be required to complete comprehensive assessments in concert with personality assessment. 

A minimum of 3 administrations will be required on the WISC-III. A minimum of 2 administrations will be required on the DAS and the WJ-II Cognitive. Competency will be determined when the minimum practice requirement is met. Students will provide scored protocols (for all measures) and a videotaped practice administration (WISC-III) to demonstrate competency. Students who do not reach competency will continue with practice until competency is achieved. Students who have difficulty reaching competence will meet with the instructor to discuss skills and alternatives. 

Brief reports will be required following second practice administrations. Two comprehensive reports will be required for the comprehensive assessments in concert with Assessment II (competency guidelines are outlined in handouts). The first comprehensive report will be based on practice administrations with a single child. The assessment will consist of me WISC, WJ-ach or WIAT, a VMI, and assessments assigned in Assessment II. The second comprehensive report will be based on data for a hypothetical child. 

Due to the nature of the course and the limited time period available for training, due dates MUST be met. Unless excused, each late assignment will result separately in loss of a letter grade for me course (therefore the grade loss will be cumulative). 

Students who are required to provide more than one competency videotape may test me same child. The videotape and accompanying protocol must be completed and turned in within 2 weeks. 

Other requirements include an observation and critique of an exemplar administration (due the third week of class) and quizzes that may be conducted periodically to assess competency levels. These quizzes will be ungraded, however, competency will be achieved through repeated evaluation on an as needed basis,

Competency is necessary for all protocols and beginning level competency for all reports. Remember to test a child from each age group. Use your Sattler to determine appropriate ages for the tests. Also look at your Witt et al book from last semester regarding the achievement tests and the VMI.
