2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

This change is in accord with the department’s long-term goals as stated year after year in annual reports and reflected in the department’s recent name change.  The requested change is a necessary step in the direction we had envisioned as we prepare our students to meet the needs of society as future Occupational and Environmental Safety and Health (OESH) professionals.
3. Rationale:

Students who are not taking the lecture simultaneously with the lab are at a disadvantage, since they do not have the benefit of having reviewed the theory and context of field measurement techniques immediately prior to the lab work.  We are proposing combining the two separate 3-credit lecture and lab courses into a combined 5-credit lecture/lab course in the conventional science lab course manner.
