Proposal Information: (Procedures can be found at http://acadaff.uww.edu/Handbook/Procedures-Form3.htm)

Course justification:  Graduate students in both the corporate and mass communication emphases are expressing an interest in applying their theoretical and research backgrounds in “real world” settings.  The Communication Practicum would afford students the opportunity to become involved in internships in corporations, organizations, agencies, or studios, or to participate in other approved activities.  There is an internship course at the undergraduate level (SPEECH 493).  The Communication program, however, currently has no such opportunity available to graduate students.    


Relationship to program assessment objectives:  Program assessment objectives relating to subject matter, cognitive development, and skills will be served through a student’s involvement in a Communication Practicum (793).  The student, in addition to gaining “real world” experience, will be asked to demonstrate the ability to do in-depth analysis and apply theoretical concepts to their practicum experience.  They may be asked to identify needs or problems during their field experience and work to meet the needs or solve problems based on the background developed in their previous graduate level courses.  Students will learn to work independently, at the same time working with a professional (in the field) and faculty supervisor who will provide feedback and guidance.

Budgetary impact: None.  Any graduate faculty member in the Communication Department may be asked by the student to advise his/her Communication Practicum which will be administered much like an independent study.


Course description: The Communication Practicum gives students, under the direction of a faculty advisor, the opportunity to apply their theoretical and research backgrounds in “real world” settings ranging from internships in organizations or agencies to other approved activities.


Course requisites:  Completion of 18 graduate level credits including SPEECH 701, 722, and 785 and a practicum contract in consultation with the faculty supervisor and professional supervisor.

The contract will include a description of the expectations the faculty supervisor and professional supervisor have of the student including delineation of the student’s specific responsibilities while involved in the practicum.
