A.  Description
The graduate certificate in addictions counseling is designed for individuals who have a Master’s degree in Counseling from a CACREP accredited institution (or equivalent). This certificate program provides post-graduate training in the emphasis area of addictions counseling to students who have completed a Masters Degree in Counseling. If this requirement has not been met additional course work, or the MS counseling program, may be required.

Program objectives:
This certificate program would provide graduates with the knowledge base to achieve the Clinical Substance Abuse Counselor  level with appropriate supervised experience.  Licensed Professional Counselors who complete the certificate program will be eligible for a specialist designation on their professional license allowing them to counsel individuals with substance abuse/dependence diagnoses. 
B. Need
This would be a unique program in the state in that it is aimed at providing masters level professional expertise in chemical dependency counseling.  Many graduates with Masters’ degrees do not have the course work which allows them to provide AODA counseling.  This program will provide important training to enhance the professionalism of chemical dependency counselors. Licensed Professional Counselors who complete the certificate program will be eligible for a specialist designation on their professional license allowing them to counsel individuals with substance abuse/dependence diagnoses. 
C.  Institutional mission
This certification enhances the present counseling program and its ability to fulfill its part of the overall mission of the university and college.   It provides an additional counseling focus and provides training to address important issues in our society.

D.  Relationship to other academic programs in the UW system.
This would be a unique program, which would help facilitate a shift toward greater professionalism in the field of chemical dependency counseling.

E. Resources needed to support the program
Courses not presently part of the counseling program will be taught and funded through UW extension .

F. 4-year plan of course offerings:
Families: Assessment and Treatment of Abusive Behaviors, COUNSED734, and Counseling and the Chemical Dependency Process, 746, would be offered once a year as they are presently.  Psychopharmacology for Counselors, COUNSED 753, Integrative Treatment, COUNSED 752, and Chemical Dependency: Treatment and Rehabilitation, COUNSED 749 would be offered every other year.  Internship, COUNSED 795, is offered every academic year. Students involved in the certificate program would apply for the internship and take it based on availability.

The assessment plan will be integrated into the annual department program assessment conducted every spring semester
