II. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or College/Department goals and objectives
This course targets assessment objectives dealing with student identification of qualifications, skills, and functions of personnel within their profession; acquisition of communication skills through written memos, reports or proposals to colleagues, and public presentations; and the development of a personal philosophy for providing Health, 

Physical Education, Recreation and Coaching programs or services in the community.

III. Rationale
Observation and Participation has historically been offered through the Department of Curriculum and Instruction as a degree requirement.  That course was designed for students who wish to become teachers in school systems, which include some students majoring in physical education.  This same course was also applied to students majoring in physical education who are not pursuing a career as school teachers, but who instead desire to work in worksite health promotion settings, athletic coaching in higher education, fitness facilities, YMCAs, or similar situations.  The proposed course will replace the Degree requirement offered by Curriculum and Instruction Department for students majoring in physical education who are not pursuing a career as a school teacher. 

It will provide more appropriate course content for a specific group of students within the College of Education, identify the department responsible for expending resources required to teach this course, and diminish confusion regarding course sections and registration processes.
