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Proposal:
Add the following wording in appropriate sections of the University Catalog and in course descriptions of the most commonly waived courses (Math 141, English 101, Speech 110):

“ Students may not take for credit any course for which they have received a waiver, nor may they take for credit any course in the same department that is a prerequisite for a course that has been waived (e.g., if a student has been waived from Math 143, he may not take Math 141 for credit).”

Rationale:
The policy stated above represents the actual campus practice, but it has been explicitly stated only as part of the course description for Math 141, the most commonly waived course.  Because the English Department now regularly waives 101 on the basis of ACT test scores and Speech  waives 110 by exam, there is now greater need to clearly state the general policy in various appropriate sections of the Catalogue so that students can be made aware of it.  Other situations affected by the policy do occur but much less frequently, so a general policy statement is needed rather than statements attached only to these more commonly waived courses.
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
