2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The proposed modification would better prepare students for work in industries or pursuing a higher degree.

3. Rationale:

From feedback from previous students who are now working in industry or pursuing higher degrees in graduate or medical schools, the Chemistry department has determined that adding a laboratory component to the existing Biochemistry course would be greatly beneficial.

4. Cost Implications:

Dr. Chan, the author of this proposal, was hired to design and implement the proposed change, i.e., adding a laboratory portion to the existing Biochemistry course.  A major portion of the cost of equipment and supplies for the laboratory are covered by the Upham Hall renovation fund, and by the College of Letters and Sciences through capital exercise purchases.  Additional costs are shared by the departments of Biological Sciences and Chemistry. 
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
