Justification:  

Education majors generally do not have the opportunity to study abroad because of their prescribed curriculum.  An island program where the curriculum of UWW is taught in a foreign location allows elementary education majors to experience another culture and have a semester abroad.  Such an experience would help to build the global perspective that is strongly supported through the core values of the University of Wisconsin – Whitewater.
