FROM:  The course uses a supply chain management framework to study flow of material through manufacturing enterprises. Topics include process selection, facility layouts, group technology, storage and retrieval systems, theory of constraints, just-in-time systems, manufacturing resource planning, supplier management and information technology in 

managing manufacturing systems. 

Prereq: MANGEMNT 306.
TO: The course uses a supply chain management framework to study flow of material through global enterprises. Topics include international facility location, global configuration, theory of constraints, international transportation networks, just-in-time systems, supplier management, negotiations for purchasing, sourcing decisions, supplier certification, and bullwhip effect. 
II. Justification for action


The current course titled Fundamentals of Supply Chain Management looks at the supply chain activities from upstream operations (raw materials) to midstream sub-assembly operation to downstream mass customization production.  


Today, the world of supply chain management has fundamentally changed. The supply lines now run across nations as Multinational Corporations (MNCs) try to tap the comparative advantage of nations. Hence, a product “Made in US” actually might have sub-assemblies from a dozen or so countries. Thus, it is imperative to include an international dimension for the sourcing decisions within the supply chain.
