Description of the program: 

In this 24 credit mnior, students who are non-education majors will participate in core courses and become familiar with the the characteristics of persons with disabilities, assessment and intruction methods, working with families, and instructional and behavioral strategies. Additionally, these students will complete a field experience in a special education classroom.

Catalog Description 

Students who are non-education majors will participate in core special education courses and become familiar with the the characteristics of persons with disabilities, assessment and evaluation methods, working with families, and instructional and behavioral strategies. Additionally, these students will complete a field experience in a special education cross-categorical classroom.

Student Learning Objectives of the program (what a student should know/ be able to do upon completing the program

1. Students will become familiar with the psychological, physiological and educational problems which confront persons who are cognitively disabled, gifted, emotionally distured, speech impaired, auditoriy impaired, visually impaired, orthopedically, and neurologically impaired.

2. Students will learn general strategies to promote effective behavior management in the inclusive educational environments.

3. Students will learn  learn models of instruction and methods for delivering instruction including lesson planning and unit planning.

4. Students will learn about educational evaluation for multidisciplinary team decision making.

5. Students will observe and participate in classrooms for children with cross-categorical educational needs.

6. Students will learn consultative and supportive skills to individuals with disabilities and their familes work with school or agency personnel and programs.

Resources needed to support the program: no additional resources will be required.

Student Need/Demand for the Program
Currently there is one special education minor for students in and outside of the College of Education. Experiences advising Special Education minors from outside of the College of Education precipitated the proposed cnew minor. The current Minor for those students did not reflect a scaffolded, developmental sequence of coursework. Consequently, students were taking courses without having the prerequisite skills needed for success. Additionally, several courses (SPECED 458 and SPECFLD 410) for Minor students from outside of the COE provided content more appropriate for a future educator, not a future social worker or psychologist. Consequently, the proposed minor represents coursework more suitable for those constituencies.
