The unique requirement for computer science is being changed from COMPSCI 171 to COMPSCI 171 OR COMPSCI 172.

2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The university requires that all majors be given training in computer literacy appropriate to their disciplines.  The newer COMPSCI 172 course meets the literacy needs of mathematics majors much better than does the older COMPSCI 171 course since it is taught at a higher level.  Students should have the option of using the more advanced course.

3. Rationale:

Mathematics majors need an exposure to computer programming because of its educational value in teaching students about algorithms and because mathematicians often need to write computer programs to solve or investigate mathematics problems.  The newer course COMPSCI 172 will serve both of these purposes better than the older COMPSCI 171 because it is taught at a higher level, so students should have the option of using the more advanced course.

4. Cost Implications:

NONE.  Students will be taking a different course which might have the effect of lowering the number of sections of COMPSCI 171 and raising the number of sections of COMPSCI 172, but this will cause no net change in number of sections being offered or requirements of the staff involved.
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
