Please see the attached forms I am submitting to solve some problems in ARs for Music Majors in the Performance Emphasis.  There is nothing new in the curriculum, but I am seeking to separate the three emphases currently in the Performance Degree (Instrumental, Keyboard, Voice) into three distinct sub-majors (currently, the AR reflects one sub-major with three options).  To do this will eliminate mistakes in the AR which occur when the system assigns courses to the elective areas in each of the options.  For example, Music Theory courses, which are not elective in any of the options, have been ”dropping into” elective areas in the AR.  When this happens it creates confusion about what parts of the AR have actually been completed.  Jessica Cole of the Registrar’s Office, who helped me prepare the forms, assures me that that making the changes will eliminate the mistakes.

The proposals include the addition of two Milestones, the Piano Proficiency and the Junior Recital.  These activities are already required and we want them to be reflected in the AR.

In addition, the proposals correct some mistakes made in the curriculum at the time of the last revision, that is they:


1.  restore the 8 term requirement for MUSC 100, Recital Attendance, which 

     inadvertently was changed to 7 terms.


2.  correct arithmetic errors regarding the number of elective credits required in each 

     option.
