College of Education Conceptual Framework:

Our conceptual framework, The Teacher is a Reflective Facilitator, is the underlying structure in our teacher preparation program at UW-Whitewater that gives conceptual meanings through an articulated rationale to our operation.  It also provides direction for our licensure programs, courses, teaching, candidate performance, faculty scholarship and service, and unit accountability.  In short, our teacher education program is committed to reflection upon practice; to facilitation of creative learning experiences for pupils; to constructivism in that all learners must take an active role in their own learning; to information and technology literacy; to diversity; and to inquiry (research/scholarship) and assessment.  Therefore, all syllabi pertaining to courses required for licensure reflect commitment to these underlying principles.  

Course Description:

This course provides pre-service teachers with the opportunity to reflect upon their course work and classroom experiences, discuss and share educational ideas, monitor professional growth, formulate personal goals and objectives, collaborate with peers, share new ideas, design and evaluate strategies and methods for working with children, parents and other professionals. Written and oral reflection and other means of creative expression will be practiced with respect to both the content of the current courses and fieldwork experiences.

Prerequisites: Admission to Professional Education and Early Childhood Education

Skills students will acquire include (1) the ability to express their philosophical orientation to teaching and (2) the ability to demonstrate their competence related to the knowledge, skills, and dispositions as outlined by the Wisconsin Standards for Teacher Development and Licensure (WTS), the National Association for the Education of Young Children Standards for Early Childhood Professional Development (NAEYC standards), and the Council for Exceptional Children Standards for all Beginning Special Education Teachers of Early Childhood Students (CEC/EC standards).

Intended Learner Outcomes:

(2) Learn and understand the standards-based competencies as outlined in PI 34, NAEYC, and CEC/EC professional standards (WTS/CEC 1, NAEYC 5).

(3) Understand the functions, roles, and professional ethical guidelines of organizations focusing on early childhood education (WTS/CEC 1, NAEYC 5). 

(4) Write a philosophy statement, based on COE guidelines as part of a phase 3 portfolio (WTS/CEC 1, 6; NAEYC 5). 

(5) Assemble a set of artifacts within three entry points in the areas of building family & community relationships and professional growth (WTS/CEC 3, 7, 9,10; NAEYC 2, 5); documenting and assessing to support young children & families (WTS/CEC 5, 7, 8; NAEYC 3); and teaching & learning (WTS/CEC 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7; NAEYC 4a, 4b, 4c, 4d).

(6) Demonstrate the ability to differentiate instruction in accordance with developmentally and individually appropriate practices of children’s abilities and interests at the infant/toddler, preschool, Kindergarten, and early elementary levels (WTS/CEC 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7; NAEYC 4a, 4b, 4c, 4d).

(7) In three narrative statements, describe artifacts, links to standards, and reflections on personal learning (WTS/CEC 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9,10; NAEYC 2, 3, 4, 5).

(8) Become effective and skilled in using written and oral communication through reflecting, writing, discussing, and editing written documents and oral positions (WTS/CEC 6, 9, 10; NAEYC 5). 

(9) Learn to use Chalk and Wire templates in assembling all documents into an electronic portfolio (WTS, CEC 6, 9; NAEYC 5). 

Course Requirements:

Students are responsible for reading the materials assigned throughout the semester. The instructor conducts written and/or oral reading checks on the day of assigned readings.  Attending classes in this seminar is essential, as students go through a step-by-step process of assembling a portfolio, which is discussed and much of it completed in class. Students must notify the course instructor prior to absence from class sessions. Students must make up missed sessions by meeting with the instructor individually prior to the next session. Course materials and resources will be available on the course website (D2L) or distributed in class.  Students are expected to check their e-mail and course website on a regular basis and are responsible for any class information, which is disseminated in this manner.  E-mail will be sent to the students’ campus e-mail address.  Forwarding the e-mail to an off campus address is the student’s responsibility.
