Proposal:  Currently, the pre-law pre-professional program does not list as a requirement the completion of University Requirements on the student’s advising report. It doesn't show the developmental and communication/calculation requirements and after each Gen Ed area it indicates that these course are not required. (http://www.uww.edu/registrar/ARs/Pre-Professional%20Program/PRE-PROFESSIONAL%20NON-DEGREE%20PROGRAM%20-%20LAW.pdf) The proposal seeks to add those requirements to the advising report.  Specifically, the pre-law AR should include the requirements the same way that the pre-med AR (http://www.uww.edu/registrar/ARs/Pre-Professional%20Program/PRE-PROFESSIONAL%20NON-DEGREE%20PROGRAM%20-%20MEDICINE.pdf) does up until the specific pre-med requirements begin (“medicine emphasis subplan”).
