2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

This proposal is related to the “Programs & Learning” area of the University Strategic Plan.  Specifically, this proposal is “responsive” to our advisory board and based on a “continuous improvement” feedback loop with our advisory board.  It clearly addresses 1 of the 6 program goals identified by our advisory board -- Goal 5:  Students will develop and understand the basic elements of Project Management including project initiation, project planning, risk assessment/management, scope control, estimating, status reporting, change control/management, communication, budgeting, leadership, stakeholder identification, negotiation.
3. Rationale:

When the IT advisory board recommended to the ITBE department to redesign the old Computer End-User Technology program into the now current Information Technology Infrastructure program they identified project management as a core area needing coverage.  Our initial intent was that we would modify the Software Analysis and Design sequence in MCS to integrate ITI so students from both majors could take the sequence to gain project management skills.  Upon further review, it appears that that proposal would not serve either major well.  A new course, ITBE 385 Project Management was designed to meet the project management objective for the ITI major.  This proposal is designed to satisfy the project management objective as defined by our advisory board.
4. Cost Implications:

With the pending termination of the MS-CIS program, we anticipate having the resources to teach this course.
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
