Course justification:


POLISCI 147 was designed to meet a specific goal:  To offer college level credit to interested students participating in the World Affairs Seminar each summer at UW-Whitewater.  It will only be offered in the summer for this targeted group of students.  It will not be offered during the regular academic year. Should any of the students who take this course ultimately enroll at UW-Whitewater as students at a later date and become Political Science majors or minors, they would be able to count six credits of 147 as electives in their major or minor.  This is consistent with the department policy that allows the other topics course, POLISCI 247, to be completed twice for credit and with department policy to that allows majors to complete up to six credits of Political Science electives at the 100 or 200 levels.

The World Affairs Seminar was founded at the University of Wisconsin-Whitewater 30 years ago.  Dr. Dale Brock was General Manager until three years ago when Brock retired and Mr. Rick Luedke assumed that role.  Dr. Jane Gottlick (Political Science) has served as Academic Coordinator for the Seminar since 1996.

In an effort to remain vital and relevant, the Seminar Advisory Board has undertaken a new task: to provide a Summer School experience for World Affairs Seminar students who wish to earn 3 college credits for their work.  Senior level high school students will apply for admission to the University of Wisconsin-Whitewater, and, after admitted, will be allowed to enroll in this Summer course.

POLISCI 147 has been designed for this purpose.  It is a Topics Course and, as such, the theme of the course will change each Summer.  Nonetheless, students will engage a similar level and amount of material and will be asked do comparable work and projects.

The theme for June, 2007 is GLOBAL HEALTH. 

Relationship to program assessment objectives:


This course complements both the subject matter objectives and skill objectives.   In regard to the subject matter objectives, this course is consistent with the objective that internationalism be taught across the department curriculum.  Further, this course covers many of the expectations for the international relations component of the curriculum.  In regard to skill objectives, this course is consistent with the objective that students in Political Science courses exhibit writing proficiency.
Budgetary impact:


This will be a wholly self-supporting course offered as part of a special summer program.  The faculty salary will be paid from program revenue generated by students enrolling in the course.
Course description: (50 word limit)


An examination of selected major issues confronting the world today.  The topic will be explored from the national, international, and global perspective through lecture, documentary film, and discussion.  Repeatable one time (different topic) for a maximum of 6 units in major/degree

COURSE THEME:

This interdisciplinary course introduces students to key terms, concepts, issues and relationships in the field of Global Health.   The course investigates global patterns and trends in health and disease and the many systems humans have created in reaction to those trends.  It also considers the consequences of globalization and the states’ attempts to manage these global issues. 
COURSE OBJECTIVES:

The course will enhance students’ ability to do the following:

Think critically and analytically, integrate and synthesize knowledge, and draw conclusions from complex material.

Acquire a base of knowledge common to educated persons and the capacity to expand that base over their lifetime.

Develop problem-solving skills using maps, graphs, and tables of descriptive statistics.

Think about how political and economic systems impact global health.

Understand how intergovernmental and nongovernmental actors affect global efforts to improve human health.

Identify the most important threats to global health. 

Understand contemporary trends in infectious disease, over/under nutrition, mental health, and human health systems.

Understand how the burden of disease is measured and understood.

COURSE GRADE:

ATTENDANCE and PARTICIPATION (30%):  
You are expected to participate in: 

*focused Discussions online (through the University’s D2L system) two weeks prior to the Seminar’s Opening and two weeks after the Seminar’s Closing Ceremony,  

*all World Affairs Seminar lectures, discussion sections, and documentary film presentations, and

*class meetings each morning (90 minutes) and afternoon (90 minutes) during the Seminar week. 

REACTION PAPERS/SUMMARY ESSAY (2% each for a total of 30%):

You will be asked to complete a 2 page (double-spaced) Reaction Paper for each reading and then a 2 page Summary Essay (for a total of 15 papers).  You should focus on the essence of the larger issue raised in each reading to create your response, but you may also offer your own reaction to that reading set (a critique of the approach, the method, the evidence, etc.).  These papers will be used to focus your attention and also to improve your analytical and writing skills.  You must submit a hard copy of your paper in class. 



RESEARCH PROJECT (20%):

You will be asked to define and then research and write about a particular health issue that is of global concern.  You may use the assigned reading materials, class lectures, World Affairs Seminar lectures and discussions, and outside research.  Your paper should be 5-7 pages in length (double-spaced) and properly documented.  You will need to submit photocopies of the outside sources you use with your final project.  The Project must be mailed to the address provided below and postmarked no later than July 1, 2006.  For each day past the 1st, your grade will be lowered one letter grade.) 

NOTE:  It is important that you give careful attention to your writing.  I will grade on substance as well as style.  Be sure to proofread your work carefully and give proper credit to the sources you cite.  References should be cited using a standard citation method.  (See Kate L. Turabian, A Manual for Writers of Term Papers, Theses, and Dissertations, or a similar reference work for guidance.)  When you paraphrase someone else’s idea, you must cite to give credit.  When you quote directly, you must use quotation marks and also cite to give credit.  An idea taken and paraphrased is plagiarism.  A quotation used without quotation marks and a citation is plagiarism.  Plagiarism is a violation of Academic Integrity and will be dealt with harshly.  
EXAM (20%):
On the final day of the Seminar, students will be given a written exam.  The questions will consist of short-answer and essay questions.  The short answer questions will ask students to define and describe the significance of concepts taken from readings and discussion, and the essay will ask students to draw on the readings, discussion, and Seminar sessions (lecture, film, and discussion) to answer a broad, framing question designed to test mastery of the material.
GRADE SCALE:  I will use a traditional 90 A, 80B, 70C, 60D, 59F grading scale.  No curve or “extra credit”.
