Minutes of the January 25, 2008 meeting

Barbara Monfils called the meeting to order at 2:15 p.m.

The January 25, 2008 agenda was approved on a Jim Molloy/Marshall Anderson motion.

Marshall Anderson moved and Ellen Davis seconded the approval of the November 16, 2007 minutes.  Motion carried.

Barbara Monfils welcomed Russ Kashian who will represent Stuart Glosser this semester while Stuart is on sabbatical.

The curriculum proposals from the College of Business & Economics for change in degree – BBA and BBA &Pre-Business AR were approved on a Rita Czaja/Jim Molloy motion.

Jolly Emrey moved with a second by Jeff Zimmerman to approve the change in minor – General Science Elementary Education minor from the College of Letters & Sciences – Interdepartmental.  The motion carried.

For the curriculum proposals from the Art Department, Marshall Anderson moved to approve the new courses – ARTMULTI 395 3D Modeling-Imaging-Animation I and ARTMULTI 396 3D Modeling-Imaging-Animation II , the change in major – Multimedia Digital Arts:  Art Track (BA/BS) and the change in submajors BA Art:  Graphic Design Emphasis and BFA Art:  Graphic Design Emphasis.  Rita Czaja seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

For the curriculum proposals from the Biology Department, Ellen Davis moved to approve the course description, contact hour and/or credit hour change and to receive and record the title change from: BIOLOGY 141 Biology I:  Plant Focus to:  BIOLOGY 141 Introductory Biology I and from: BIOLOGY 142 Biology II:  Animal Focus to:  BIOLOGY 142 Introductory Biology II;  to approve the change in submajor – Marine Biology and Freshwater Ecology and the deletion of submajors – Biology – General and Biology – General BSE.  Rita Czaja seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

The curriculum proposal from the Chemistry Department for change in major – Chemistry major (BA/BS) – Professional ACS Approved Emphasis was approved on a Ray Baus/Rita Czaja motion.

Jolly Emrey moved to approved the contact hour and/or credit change for ELEMMID 437 Elementary Instrumental Methods from the Curriculum & Instruction and Music Departments.  Rita Czaja seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

For the curriculum proposals from the Curriculum & Instruction Department, Marshall Anderson with a second by Rita Czaja moved to receive and record the requisite change – SECNDED 442 Methods of Teaching Computer Applications and to approve the new courses – CIGENRL 452 Pedagogy and Practice for Teaching General Music K-12 and ELEMMID 365 Strategies for Teaching Visual Literacy. The motion carried.

The curriculum proposals from the Geography/Geology Department for General Education Option - GEOGRPY 245 Gender and Geography, GEOGRPY 361 Geography of South and Southeast Asia, and GEOLGY 203 Volcanoes were approved on a Jeff Zimmerman/Jolly Emrey motion.

Rita Czaja moved to approve with a second by Jim Molloy the curriculum proposal from the Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Coaching Department for the change in minor – Coaching minor. The motion carried.

For the curriculum proposals from the History Department, Jolly Emrey moved to approve with a second by Jeff Zimmerman the new submajors – History Honors Emphasis and Public History Honors Emphasis.  The motion carried.

The curriculum proposals from the Information Technology & Business Education Department for requisite changes – ITBE 331 System Administration and ITBE 332 Network Management were approved on a Marshall Anderson/Jim Molloy motion.

Marshall Anderson moved with a second by Ray Baus to approve the change in majors – BM Music Education General Emphasis, BM Music Education Instrumental Emphasis, and  BM Music Education Choral Emphasis.  The motion carried.

For the curriculum proposals from the Political Science Department, Jeff Zimmerman moved to approve the new course – POLISCI 456 Government and Politics of Latin America; the new submajor – Political Science Honors Emphasis; the change in majors – Political Science BA/BS and Political Science BSE; and the change in minors – Political Science and Political Science Education minor.  Ellen Davis seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

For the curriculum proposals from the Sociology Department, Katy Heyning moved to received and record requisite changes – SOCIOLGY 350 Contemporary Japanese Society and SOCIOLGY 356 Political Sociology; adding a cross-listing -  ANTHROPL 390 Anthropological Theory;  History, Critique, and Current Practices; deletion of courses – SOCIOLGY 367 Archaeology of Women and SOCIOLGY 465/665 Extraordinary Groups:  The Sociology of International Communities and to approve adding the diversity option – CHICANO 150 Introduction to Chicano Studies; change in majors – Sociology BA/BS, Sociology – Criminal Justice Emphasis, Sociology – Comparative Studies Emphasis; and change in minors – Sociology, Criminal Justice, Forensic Science – Criminal Justice, and Family and Health Studies . Scott Bradley seconded the motion.  The motion carried.

For the curriculum proposals from the Theatre/Dance Department, Marshall Anderson moved with a second by Chris Henige to approve the repeatability changes – DANCE 145 Ballet I, DANCE 243 Improvisation/Sound, DANCE 244 Contemporary Dance Techniques II, DANCE 348 Contemporary Dance Techniques III, DANCE 420 Composition II, DANCE 320 Composition I and description change & repeatability change – DANCE 246 Ballet II and DANCE 346 Ballet III and to receive and record requisite changes – DANCE 320 Composition I. DANCE246 Ballet II, and DANCE 346 Ballet III.  The motion carried.

The special courses approved between 11/9/07 to 1/8/08 were received and recorded on a Rita Czaja/Marshall Anderson motion.

There was a discussion on the repeatability issue regarding 490 and 498 courses.  For the 498 Independent Study courses, Monfils asked to what extent these are included if above the major requirements.  For this the AR would need to be personalized.  For the 490 workshop courses, Monfils asked to what extent provisions should be in place regarding progress toward degree.  She asked if any of the UCC members would like to be on the committee to review issues with 498 and 490 courses.  The following members volunteered to be on the committee:  Bruce Bukowski, Ellen Davis, Jolly Emrey, Liz Hachten, Deb Heiber, and Chris Henige.

Bruce Bukowski introduced a discussion on the course repeat policy.  He mentioned the number of repeats hasn’t dropped since the 5 course repeat policy was established and that very few appeals were denied.  He and other faculty/staff have questioned the validity of this policy.  Bruce asked the committee members to e-mail him with their recommendations/questions/concerns.

Rita Czaja moved to adjourn at 2:50 p.m.with a second by Jolly Emrey.  The motion carried.
