Barbara Monfils called the meeting to order at 2:15 p.m.
The April 17, 2009 agenda was approved on a Marshall Anderson/Ellie Schemenauer motion.
Ellie Schemenauer moved and Elizabeth Olson seconded the approval of the March 6, 2009 minutes.  The motion carried.
For the curriculum proposals from the College of Business & Economics and the Management Department (items #1 and #13 on the agenda), Marshall Anderson moved with a second by Tom Bramorski to receive and record the title change from: BEINDP 321 Small and Family Business to: BEINDP 321 Growing Entrepreneurial and Family Business and the description change & title change from: MANAGEMNT 485 Small Business Consulting to: MANAGEMNT 485 Consulting for Entrepreneurial Companies and to approve a new submajor – Integrated Science and Business – Water Emphasis and a change in major – General Management (BBA) . The motion carried.
Marshall Andersen moved to receive and record the description change & requisite change for ACCOUNT 343 Intermediate Accounting II and ACCOUNT 493 Internship in Accounting, the course revision & requisite change for ACCOUNT 461 Advanced Accounting and ACCOUNTING 463 Accounting for Non-Profit Organizations, and the requisite change for ACCOUNT 452 Tax II, ACCOUNT 454 Accounting Information Systems, ACCOUNT 465 Auditing, ACCOUNT 498 Independent Studies.  Xiaohong Zhang seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
For the curriculum proposals from the Biological Sciences Department, Jolly Emrey moved with a second by Ellie Schemenauer to approve the new course - BIOLOGY 442 Environmental Toxicology and BIOLOGY 448 Bioinformatics; the new submajor – Integrated Science & Business major – Water Resources Emphasis; the change in major- Integrated Science & Business major; the change in submajor – Biology – Cell Physiology BA/BS, Biology – Cell Physiology BSE, Biology – Ecology/Field Biology BSE, Biology – Pre-biomedical Profession Emphasis; the change in minor –Biology Education BSE . The motion carried.
The curriculum proposal from the Communication Department for other curricular action, clarification of a 2.75 G.P.A., was received and recorded on a Jolly Emrey/Xiaohong Zhang motion.
John Zbikowski moved with a second by Tom Ganser to approve the following curriculum proposals from the Curriculum and Instruction Department - the other curricular action for the change of licensure requirements on AR for Elem/Middle Program, the change of Chemistry licensure plan, and the change of Physics licensure plan and the requisite change for ELEMMID 425 Teaching Mathematics in the Elementary/Middle Grades.  The motion carried.
For the curriculum proposal from the Curriculum and Instruction Department for a change in major – Elementary Education – Elementary/Middle Emphasis, John Zbikowski moved to approve with a second from Tom Ganser.  A discussion took place regarding the content.  Xiaohong Zhang moved to table the motion with a second by Tom Bramorski.  The vote by the committee was 4 approved and 6 disapproved.  The motion was denied.  The committee then voted on the motion to approve with 6 votes to approve and 1 vote to disapprove.  The motion carried.
The curriculum proposals from the Finance and Business Law Department for a change in major – Finance major & Finance Honors major and for a new course- FNBSLW 440 Water Law were approved on a Yushan Zhao/Tom Bramorski motion pending consultation with the Political Science Department ( on 4/18/09 Susan Johnson, chair of the Political Science department, indicated a consultation was not necessary).
Marshall Anderson with a second by Yushan Zhao moved to approve the curriculum proposal for a change in minor – Environmental Studies from the Geography/Geology Department.  The motion carried.
The curriculum proposal from the Health, Physical Education, Recreation, and Coaching Department for a new course - PEGNRL 209 American Partner Dance:  Lindy, Latin, & Night Club was approved on a John Zbikowski/Tom Ganser motion.
For the curriculum proposals from the History Department, Ellie Schemenauer moved to receive and record the description change & title change from: HISTRY 305 Industrial America 1877-1919 to: HISTRY 305 From the Gilded Age to the World Stage, 1875-1920; and to approve the new course – HISTRY 336 Empires & Invasions in the Pre-Modern Middle East:  500-1500.  Jolly Emrey seconded the motion.  The motion carried.
