Justification for Action: 

1. ENGLISH 310, Literature for Adolescents, is already included in the major as a required course and doesn’t need to be listed here also.  
2. EDFOUND 445 Philosophy of Education is not required and is not equivalent to EDFOUND 243 in the licensure program.  Also, it hasn’t been offered in at least 15 years and may no longer be on the books.  
3. CIFLD 210 Observation and Participation was replaced with EDFNDPRC 210 Introduction to Education and Teaching several years ago.  Also, for about the past 15 years the requirement has been for three credits, not two.  Also, EDFNDPRC 210 is not a variable-credit course, and therefore the “Select 3 Credits” language is no longer required. EDFOUND 243 Education in a Pluralistic Society, EDFOUND 212 Educational Psychology, and EDFNDPRC 210 Introduction to Education and Teaching are normally taken together as the Foundations (formerly Pre-Professional) Block, and therefore it is appropriate to list the three courses together on the same line.  
4. Students are required to earn two credits for student teaching at one grade level (middle- or high-school) and 12 credits at the other level.  Adding the phrase “Alternate-Level” to the two-credit student-teaching requirement reduces the potential for confusion between the two student teaching requirements.  Also, neither CIFLD 402 nor CIFLD 404 is a variable-credit course, so the phrase “Select 2 units from” is superfluous and can be removed.  
5. The item with multiple English courses refers to the licensure requirement for study of works of representative authors of American minority groups.  This requirement is already included in the major as a separate item and doesn’t need to be listed here.  CHICANO 200, CHICANO 201, ENGLISH 200 and ENGLISH 201 all refer to classes titled Chicano Literature, which are not part of the English Education major but may be included in the major in the elective category.  
6. Adding the words “Field Study” clarifies the requirement and may help remind students that they need to select the proper number of credits, as with student teaching.  The word “Course” is superfluous.
7. SPECED 205 Psychology of the Exceptional Child is not a variable-credit course and therefore “Select 3 Units” is unnecessary.
