Justification for action


TECHNIQUES OF TEACHING DANCE, PEPROF 314, is designed as an exit-level dance education course within the methods courses required by the Dept. of Health, Physical Education, Recreation, and Coaching.  Teaching components and strategies are built into its delivery, with emphasis on preparation for student teaching and for one’s future K-12 teaching career. The course is designed for students who have previously been admitted to Professional Education in the College of Education, and who are on the student teaching track.  Requiring that students be at Junior standing, be admitted to Professional Education, or have the consent of the instructor, would better serve exit-level students whose academic preparations are in line with the course offering. Doing so would provide equity and continuity across the curriculum.
