Proposal: We currently declare Pre-Professional Programs in the 1st major segment of the AR.
We would also like the ability to declare them in the second major segment.

Pre-professional programs included in this request are Pre-Dentistry, Pre-Medicine, Pre-Veterinary,

Pre-Chiropractic, Pre-Pharmacy, Pre-Optometry, Pre-Law

There would be no change in curriculum for each pre-professional program, however, we would like the message NON GRADUATION PROGRAM. MINOR REQUIRED FOR GRADUATION added to the heading of each program.

Example: 

PRE-PROFESSIONAL MAJOR - MEDICAL EMPHASIS (94) NON GRADUATION PROGRAM. MINOR REQUIRED FOR GRADUATION

1. BIOLOGY 142

2. SELECT 1 300/400 LEVEL BIOLOGY LABORATORY COURSE

3. CHEM 102, CHEM 104, CHEM 251, CHEM 252, CHEM 261, AND CHEM 262

4. MATH 152

5. COMPLETE 1 GROUP FROM THOSE LISTED BELOW:

A. PHYSCS 160, PHYSCS 161, PHYSCS 162, AND PHYSCS 163

B. PHYSCS 170, PHYSCS 172, PHYSCS 173, PHYSCS 174, AND PHYSCS 175

Justification:

When a pre-professional program is declared in the first major AR segment, a student’s AR often does not list our general education/degree requirements: it only lists the courses that must be taken for the pre-professional goal.  

 In reality many students do not transfer, especially students who are interested in law, medicine, and pharmacy.  Almost all pre-law and medical students ultimately change to a graduation major here at Whitewater and need to follow our graduation requirements. With the requested option, students could declare Chemistry as a first major and still be able to view pre-pharmacy requirements.
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
