2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

(a) UNIVERSITY MISSION: To provide a range of undergraduate programs and degrees, including interdisciplinary programs, in letters, sciences, and the arts as well as programs and degrees leading to professional specialization. 

This requirement change will help build a strong interdisciplinary program.
UNIVERSITY STRATEGIC PLAN: In order to expand and extend learning, we must provide dynamic and accessible educational and co-curricular programs. This will be accomplished, in part, by focusing on attracting and supporting academically motivated and involved students who demonstrate a strong work ethic and passion for success. 
The requirement change will help to attract academic motivated students and better prepare them for engaging in complex cognitive tasks. It helps them achieve a better understanding of ideas and peoples from diverse cultural backgrounds.  It also builds on student learning in the Core General Education curriculum. The requirement change does not raise past levels of language competency for B.A. students; it only ensures that students actually possess the basic competency that has been assumed but not demonstrated or evaluated.  
COLLEGE MISSION: The College fosters personal and professional growth by offering challenging and relevant courses through the general education program, specialized and career-oriented majors and minors, and collaborative programs with other colleges. As undergraduates in the College of Letters and Sciences, students develop diverse perspectives, civic responsibility and engagement, and personal and professional integrity while preparing for careers and life-long learning.
The requirement change will help students to learn/understand certain substantive concepts, such as communication slippage, “lost in translation,” or miscommunication. Students can learn how cultural features can be embedded within language (such as gendered nouns), and how expressions/values/ideas easily expressed in one language may not even exist in another but require long detailed explanations to express.  By understanding such substantive concepts, student will be better able to have interpersonal interactions with people in and to adapt to social or other situations of cultural-linguistic diversity/complexity
(b) The exit interview will help the department assess various components of our program to help better serve the needs of the students.
Rationale:

(a) Students declaring this major-emphasis need to possess an elementary understanding of languages and cross-culture communication if they are learn to make comparisons among of people across cultures and societies.  Students who had weak high school-level preparation, or have forgotten foreign language preparation in the distant past lack such a basic understanding.  This small change ensures that all students will meet the spirit of the original requirement – to have the equivalent one-year of college-level foreign language proficiency.  It closes a possible loophole for the students who lack such proficiency.

(b) The exit interview is a standard assessment tool.
Cost Implications:

(a) No cost change for students who already completed a year of foreign language study.  This change adds the cost of administering and grading such a test for students who are not taking college-level  foreign language classes. Given the number of students currently with this major, it may involve five to six students per year for this major. Some students mastered a high enough level of proficiency in their high school work to pass a proficiency test..  If they retained sufficient mastery, that is the only cost implication for them.  A few students satisfied the old requirement with two years of high school foreign language but lack proficiency through a second semester of foreign language.  For these students, they will have to complete second semester of a foreign language (supposedly repeating what they had in high school).  For these students, perhaps three or four a year, there may be the staffing implications if there are no vacant seats in a second semester course.
