I've overheard many complaints by students on the lack of meaningful advising which has caused these students to take uncessary classes, take classes at the wrong time/wrong order, pursue inappropriate career paths, and other issues.

	Challenge - although the undergrad courses are "basic", at times they appear to be too basic and too easy i.e. lots of width, but not much depth.
