After taking two different Methods courses, I still felt confused and ill prepared to create a Phase 4 portfolio and address student teaching with confidence. Perhaps requiring seminar courses in conjunction with student teaching would also be beneficial--especially for students with "unique" liscensures like mine: Theatre Education. Being one of only three Theatre BSE students at UWW, I feel that many times I "slipped through the cracks" and did not recieve the same amount of preparation/training as students with more traditional education majors. This was particularly true during student teaching: I was the only Theatre Education student teacher during fall 2008 semester, and had no one to discuss or compare my experiences with. It was often frustrating and felt as if I was fighting an uphill battle alone. I'd like to see more done to ensure ALL education majors stay connected and supported throughout their student-teaching semester.

	1) Some of the educational faculty need to be re-evaluated on their performance and ability to effectively teach, 2) Advising within the CoE could be improved 3) a little more positive attitude amongst the CoE faculty and staff about the teaching profession as a whole. Get us excited about being teachers, not nervous about restristions and negative aspects.

	Three things that can be improved are the availability of required classes, more knowledgeable advisors with regards to procedures for teaching portfolios, and more opportunities for students to assess newly hired professors.

	1.)  I think it would be more beneficial in having only one or two advisors that work with a student that are knowledgeable about the field that you are going into.  I know having the freshman advisor is good to help get adjusted and get the general courses off your class list.  However, I know that the second advisor that I had wasn't the most beneficial for me and guided me in the wrong area. The last advisor that I had was much better than him and she was very helpful in everything that she advised me on.  

2.)  Like I said before I liked Whitewater I don't think that I could have had a better education anywhere else. The only thing would be to make sure the advisors are able to be beneficial at all times and by having students stay with one advisor for the majority of time will give the student more reaasurance that they can help (or not and change advisors) The advisor will also know what needs to be done with each student and that they don't have to look at records from another place and figure things out.
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
