I would like to see more funding (through scholarships, tuition breaks, or paid internships) for early childhood education majors. We had at least one field placement every semester and were responsible for our own transportation to and from these placements, which could be as far away as Madison and Milwaukee.

	I would like to see standards raised for incoming classes. While enrolled in my general education classes, I found my classmates to be highly apathetic and uninterested in learning. I believe that raising admissions criteria would weed out many of those students who are not qualified to enter four year post-secondary educational programs. 

I also feel that having more activities for students to do on the weekend would be important. During my freshman and sophomore years, I would frequently find myself alone and somewhat depressed. If there had been more floor and campus activities on the weekend, perhaps 85% of my floormates would not have gone home for the weekend. 

I strongly believe that the on-campus dining facilities need to have much more healthy options for all students. Very few food options list the nutritional contents of the meals; I believe that if the nutritional contents were displayed, then students may not consume as many unhealthy products. PLEASE offer a greater variety of health foods (possibly organic). I would much rather have had fewer meal options with a greater health content than a great variety of terribly unhealthy food.
