	I felt that my advising was not structured enough.  I entered the Geography department not knowing what courses to take, and I didn't think much about what courses would fit well with the types of jobs I would look for, and I really could have used someone to give me good suggestions as to what courses to take and to remind me to think of the future.

	I felt like the campus was really not that involved with the students.  Two examples are that the campus keeps spending money on building new buildings, yet the "Hawkquest" career services resource is only available to students for one year.
