	Based on your experience at UW-Whitewater, what are the three things you would like to see improved?

	In the education field I would like to see more instruction on some of the skills mentioned in the survey. I thought that my measure/eval class did a poor job preparing me to formally assess students; however my literacy strategies class did an excellent job of incorporating effective informal assessments. I am currently student teaching at a diverse school in the Milwaukee area and I felt that UWW provided poor instruction on how to teach diverse students or those with different ability levels. Also there was sufficient time spent teaching about the effects of students with disabilities but not enough on how to adapt lessons to include them. In my educational psychology class at UWW I was instructed on the development of students' brains but not how to deal with exceptional students. Lastly I think that the school of education did not do much to prepare students to keep a balanced life when they are student teaching. Student teaching is at times overwhelming and it would have been beneficial to me for UWW to teach us how to maintain our health and wellness. Overall I enjoyed my education at UWW, but felt that the School of Education did not do enough to help their students prepare and adapt to the real world.
