	Based on your experience at UW-Whitewater, what are the three things you would like to see improved?

	First and foremost, the international office. I believe that they have absolutely no purpose. I studied abroad my Junior year (spring semester) and I conducted the entire process myself. They did not help me in the least. Further, when I returned I was told that I wasn't a student anymore and that my loan repayments were in effect. It was a complete mess and it took months for me to get everything back to normal. Also, there was no program to integrate me back into American culture. After spending 6 months abroad it was extremely difficult for me to do so and actually became somewhat destructive because of it. I believe that counseling services should have some form of program to reintroduce kids who study abroad into this fast-paced lifestyle.

	When I got here initially I felt pressured into classes by my advisor and I'm seeing it happen with incoming freshman. I don't believe that should be going on. They are there to point you in the right direction, not tell you to take 5 rigorous courses in one semester.
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
