	1. There needs to be a much higher set of standards established concering students' writing, and it needs to be applied uiniversity-wide. Some of my fellow students complain about the teachers 'wanting their papers to be perfect' once they get into their first history or political science class. But this is how it should be in ALL majors, so I feel standards should be put in place. I've read some of my peers' writing that is nowhere near up to university standards, which is disheartening. Some professors in certain disciplines are willing to overlook grammatical errors because "it doesn't apply to their major" (say as much as an English or Political Science major, for example), but this needs to end. University-wide writing standards!
2. While we do have a good number of international students, we can always use more.
3. Reform the advising system in the School of Education- I was an education major when I transferred here, but my first few experiences with the bureacracy in the College of Education was absolutely ludicrous. For example, one day I was sent to 4 different offices trying to get my transcript form my previous school evaluated. When I finally found the correct person to do it, she told me she couldn't do it and that I had to contact a specific advisor. When I did that, the advisor told me I had to be admitted to his specific program before he would evaluate my transcript and that the woman who referred me to him was actually the one who was supposed to do it! Might I add that I am a very polite person, and the woman who turned me away was completely rude to me in that she initially ignored me while she talked to her friends and treated me as a nuisance. Overall, she was unneccessarily condescending. I was very put off considering I am a student and help to pay her salary with my tuition.  And in all honesty, the experience continued from there! I won't bore you with more detail, but that's just one small anecdote from that one day. To make matters worse, I had real-world work experience as a TA when I came here, and I still felt mistreated by the education advisors and secretaries. It's really quite obvious they feel the advising process and their myriad of requirements are a weeding-out process, which to a certain extent is a good thing considering we need dedicated and high-quality teachers. However, it was their attitudes that weeded me out, not their requirements- I was so upset I changed my major within a few weeks. Now I'm graduating with department Honors in History and just receieved a full-time fellowship to get my MA in history out of state. Something tells me I would have been an excellent high school history teacher, and were it not for the condescention I felt from the department, they could have had me as an alumnus of their department. (Though I must add that [NAME] is the only person who was willing to help me through that entire process- he's a very nice, helpful, and approachable guy). All in all, my experiences with the School of Education were a nightmare and an improvement in just a few peoples' attitudes would have made all the difference.

	I would like to see improved is a better map of where the services is located.  I lived off-campus so it was hard to find certain services since it was moved so many times.
