	I think the Education program needs the most help in its measurement and eval classes because (in that class) we had to "make up" a class to give our assessments to and then "make up" the demographics and how those individual students did on our assessments.  I feel it would be invaluable to have been able to assess real students and would have made me more prepared for my future classroom. When I attempted to do this on my own through my hometown high school, my professor was less than willing to work with me.

	I would like to see more field experiences before student teaching OR more well defined expectations of the cooperating teachers in those field studies.  As a student I was unsure of where I should be at each experience and so were my cooperating teachers.  If there had been better expecations, I would have felt that my experiences were more positive than they had already been.  Some of my peers were teaching lessons during observation and participation, and I was not teaching lessons until my student teaching experience.  There needs to be some more uniformity AND more experience in front of classes.

	It would help if UWW could provide help with remembering important dates in the Education department, without just handing out a form.  Half of the time the dates on the form are incorrect, or the form ends up in a pile that I put aside because Student Teaching is so demanding.
