	Expand the General Education Requirements to either make an additional Diversity requirement, or just encourage freshmen and sophomores to take these classes earlier.  The maturity and cultural understanding of upperclassmen is far and a way beyond that of the underclassmen--which speaks to the success of such classes.  If this were started earlier, it may have a positive effect on the success of some of those who are unsuccessful in completing their education.  Also, consider adding Introduction to Philosophy as a General Education Requirement and simultaneously modify the World of Ideas ciriculum to include more CIVICS items.  More people who are graduating with a collegic undergraduate degree should have the basic understanding of the political process and the balance of powers within a republic democracy.
