There needs to be more sections or something because art classes are so long it makes scheduling very difficult.

	Senior show/ajudification process...granted we all only do this once, i felt very unprepared for what was expected of us for this. I asked a lot of quesitons but i felt that it was unorganized and not very well communicated. Times and processes were unsure, and i wish we had recieved the paperwork before hand.

	Attendence policy needs to be changed for older classmen, the fact that we are considered adults but after five years of college education I still need to sign in to class like I am still in High School.  Learn to trust that students will go to class if they choose to.  They are paying for it after all.

	Equal funding for all departments, and by equal I mean funding for all three areas of art (visual, music, theather) not just theater or the business school.
