UW-Whitewater is known as the best theatre school in the state because of the calibur of performers and technicians it has produced in the last 5-10 years. And yet, that department deserves no extra money? People are seeking out this school for something other than business and yet that discipline recieves budget cut after budget cut every year. My junior year, Theta Alpha Phi organized a costume sale and raised 5,000 dollars to help the department fund the one annual school trip the theatre kids get to go on, because otherwise funds would have been lacking. I feel that there is not enough support from chancellors, deans and other head administrators at this school for the arts.
