Syllabus

Course Description:

This course is an examination of various techniques and materials being used to teach content area subject matter in ESL/bilingual education programs.  Other topics of discussion include language assessment and adaptation of materials to the learner’s language proficiency and cultural experience.  The course is taught in English, but discussion will take place in other languages so that students have the opportunity to expand and improve their command of the language used as a medium of instruction.

Course Objectives:

· To become knowledgeable of the various techniques and materials used to teach subject matter content in bilingual/ESL classroom settings

· To become informed about various means to assess and adapt material to the learner’s proficiency and cultural experience

· To gain experience in using the target language in pedagogical contexts

· To develop lesson plans that incorporate the identification, adaptation, and assessment of subject matter content for ELLs

Required Text and Selected Readings:

The text used in this course will be the foundation for most class discussion.  Throughout the semester, we will read contemporary articles, review current research, and discuss experiences provided through student projects.  Reading assignments will be made in class and through Blackboard.

Assignments

Questions from reading assignments—Due each class period:
Nearly each week you are assigned a number of readings to complete.  You will also be asked to create questions based on the readings to pose to your base group the following week in class in order to stimulate discussion about the readings.  The questions you create (at least three questions or comments per chapter or article) must b submitted in writing to me each week.

Reading Lesson – First Draft Due 2/19, Final Due 3/11

You will need to prepare a lesson on reading that incorporates the use of an authentic text.  The lesson will be written in English except for materials, handouts, and other things that may need to be in the target language.  You will need to bring copies of the first draft of the lesson to share with your peer review group on February 19th.  You will be discussing first drafts of these lessons with your base group members on February 26th and need to bring one copy for each member of your group.

The lesson should include:

1. A copy of the authentic text to be used

2. Description of the setting/students

3. Your objectives

4. The tasks or activities students are to perform (with accompanying handouts, if applicable)

5. Your assessment procedures (i.e., How will you determine whether your objectives were met?)

6. A bibliography of the sources you refer to (It is important that you make references to readings that helped you develop the ideas, activities, assessment procedures, etc.)

7. A reflection on how the lesson went and what improvements could be made.  This is optional and only pertains to those who are able to carry out the lesson they plan.

Estimated length: 4-5 pages typed (not counting the text and handouts)

Peer Reviews on Reading Lesson – Due 2/26

Each week you will meet and discuss questions in your base group.  This group will also give you feedback for your reading lesson.  For this peer review, you will review the reading lessons from your group.  You will give feedback to them as well as receive feedback from them on your lesson.  Groups are encouraged to use the target language.

Language Club Papers and Participation—Papers due 2/19. 3/19 and 4/23

Three times during the semester you will formally meet with your language club discussion group.  Each meeting will be used to discuss in detail the readings presented in class.  After each language club meeting, you will write a paper (in the target language) describing what your group discussed and how this discussion relates to your won experiences or feelings about the topic.  You are encouraged to meet with members of this group informally several times during the semester to review papers and practice speaking the target language.  Each paper is worth 30 points and needs to be 2-3 pages in length.

Content Area Lesson – My presentation is scheduled for:  _______________.
For this project you will bring in a favorite content area lesson from another class or one you have created.  You will then present this lesson to small groups in class and provide ideas as to how this lesson could be adapted to meet the needs of bilingual students.  You will need to bring a copy of the lesson, including your adaptations for each member in the small group.

655: Graduate Special Project—Due May 7th
In addition to the following assignments, graduate students in this course will be required to submit an additional project. This project will provide the opportunity to locate the literature in a particular area of bilingual/ESL content area instruction of interest to you.

1. Define a topic of interest

2. Compile research literature in the area of your interest

3. Present an annotated bibliography (using APA guidelines) with 10 or more sources of information and research regarding your topic.

4. 10-15 minute presentation of findings to the class
