Summary


This proposal seeks to add Business Communication (BSEDCNA 353) as part of the major. We feel that our majors will gain practical benefits from this course as it is an upper division requirement for all majors within the College of Business and Economics.  As for any graduate entering the marketplace, effective communication skills are of the utmost importance to be successful in any work environment.  In addition, this course will better prepare students for  
The Integrated Science Management (BEINDP/LSINDP 481) course, which is case discussion based and the Integrated Science Business Senior Project (BEINDP/LSINDP 485) course, where students ultimately present and defend results of their research findings.  

The addition of Business Communication to the curriculum will also allow students to take Management 489 (Administrative Policy)  should the Integrated Science Management course not be offered. This is case oriented and was the course that we replaced with our BEINDP/LSINDP 481.  Owing to a low number of majors in the program (25 at present) we have been unable to offer this capstone course since fall 2001. Until the numbers of majors are up, minimum enrollment will be a recurring problem.
