Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The Department of Mathematical and Computer Sciences has included six units of elective mathematics units in the Mathematics Minor to teach students in the program some mathematics at the advanced undergraduate level.  The rewording of the requirerments for these six elective units eliminates the possiblility that a student includes a course at the 200 level which would not be considered to be at the advanced undergraduate level.

Rationale:

The intent of this change is to eliminate the new course MATH 290 SPATIAL ANALYSIS as an elective in the Mathematics Minor program.  The wording of the change allows for the possibility of the creation of other mathematics courses at the 200 level which would also not be appropriate as electives in the Mathematics Minor.  The Spatial Analysis course was developed for students in Geography and is not appropriate for the Mathematics Minor.

Cost Implications:

No cost changes will result from eliminating the MATH 290 course from the Mathematics Minor.
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
