3. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

This change updates the Department of Physics requirements in its Industry Emphasis Major Track to reflect curricular changes made by the Department of Economics and Business Law.
4. Rationale:

The Physics Major -- Industrial Emphasis currently requires students to take Economics 211 (Macroeconomics).  For these students to take the new Economics 202 course would now  require their taking Economics 201 first.  In the 1970's when this emphasis was created, it was the Department's intent to have our Industrial Emphasis majors experience business concepts by taking at least one course in economics.  It was not the Department's intent they take Macroeconomics in place of Microeconomics:  the courses were simply presented in a Macro/Micro sequence until this academic year.  To keep the number of business course requirements to a minimum and to minimize time to degree, both Macro- and Microeconomics were not required.  In the spirit of the original curricular proposal, we wish to replace our current requirement for one course in business concepts, with BSEDCNA 141 Concepts of Business a logical choice.
