1. Exact description of request:

Remove the requirement of FNBSLW 344 and replace it with the requirement FNBSLW 446.  Add ACCOUNT 341 to the list of elective Accounting courses.

2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

The Actuarial Mathematics Minor was designed to give students pursuing a careen in Actuarial Mathematics the non-mathematics courses they need to be successful in the field.  The change of FNBSLW 344 to FNBSLW 446 is a fine tuning of the requirements which will not only offer students course more directly related to their needs, but will allow them to complete the minor without having to take a hidden corequisite course. The addition of one Accounting course to the list of acceptable Accounting courses will add significant flexibility to students planning to complete this minor.
3. Rationale:

The Actuarial Mathematics Minor currently requires the courses FNBSLW 344 – Business Finance and FNBSLW 464 – Advanced Life and Health Insurance and Pensions.  Since the course FNBSLW 446 – Insurance is a corequisite of FNBSLW 464 and the course FNBSLW 344 is not particularly applicable to the study of insurance, it makes more sense to change the requirement of FNBSLW 344 to FNBSLW 446.  

It has also been decided that giving students the option to take ACCOUNTING 341 – Intermediate Accounting I adds significant flexibility to students’ scheduling as well as offering them the option to gain more depth rather than breadth in the Accounting field.  
4. Cost Implications:

The number of students taking the Actuarial Mathematics Minor is small and will have no appreciable effect on the enrollment it either FNBSLW 344 or FNBSLW 446 or in ACCOUNT 249, ACCOUNT 341, OR ACCOUNT 342.
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
