3. Rationale:


In the general science broadfield earth/space science emphasis major program, students complete either a minor in Earth/space science plus 14 units in a second science and then an additional 10 units in each of two additional sciences. Upon completion of the licensure sequence, these students will be recommended for a license to teach Earth/space science at the high school and any of the sciences at the middle school level. 

While the minor plus a distribution of units across the remaining sciences is good preparation for science teachers at the middle school level, it is at best a minimal preparation to teach Earth/space science in the high school. In today’s schools there is a strong emphasis on having highly qualified teachers at all levels. To be highly qualified to teach science in high school, teachers’ primary teaching assignment should be grounded on a major in the science they are teaching. A highly qualified earth/space science teacher should be grounded on a major in earth/space science, not a minor. 

The second argument for eliminating the general science-broadfield Earth/space science emphasis major as a means of earning the initial baccalaureate degree is that with the broadfield major, students are not prepared to enter graduate school if they wish to pursue a master’s degree in the earth/space science. With the general science-broadfield Earth/space science emphasis baccalaureate degree, graduates are only able to enter some type of graduate program in education. A baccalaureate degree with a major in Earth/space science enables the student to enter graduate school either in earth/space science or education. Having the option of continued study in the earth/space science at the graduate level is vital to maintaining a highly qualified teaching corps in our high schools. 

Knowing that some school districts wish to have as much flexibility as possible among their teachers, science majors should be encouraged to complete the distribution of science units needed to qualify for a recommendation for the general science-broadfield endorsement as well as their earth/space science major and minor area of science. The “unique requirements” or simply the course prerequisites for the courses in the Earth/space science major or the science minor cover many of these distribution science courses. Depending on which minor they complete, students typically would need to take an additional 8 - 16 units to qualify for a recommendation for this endorsement on their license. Keeping students aware of the advantage of completing the courses for a general science-broadfield endorsement becomes an advising and licensing issue rather than a degree issue monitored by the Academic Advising Record. Thus UWW would continue to recommend students for the general science-broadfield general science endorsement, but it would be attached to a earth/space science major and likely a minor in a science discipline also.
