Description change from: A study of the interrelations between the natural environment and the economic, political and cultural activities and changes in Asia exclusive of the former Soviet Union.

New Title: Geography of East Asia

New Description:  A study of contemporary and historical interrelationships between the natural environment and economic, political and cultural activities in East Asia.  Countries studied include: China, Taiwan, Mongolia, Japan, and North and South Korea.

II. Justification for action

Title:
The current title specifies only “Asia,” which would encompass more than half the world’s land area along with its population.  Typically, the course focuses only on East Asia: China, Japan, etc.  The course title will be changed to reflect this.  A new course, comprising South and Southeast Asia, is being proposed separately.

Description:  The new description more accurately describes the area of Asia studied in the course.

GS Designation:

This course satisfies the University of Wisconsin – Whitewater General Education goals in multiple ways.  First, the understanding the geographic dimensions of East Asia requires integration and synthesis of knowledge from diverse sources, for example looking at the relationship between population, environment and politics in a particular place.  Second, a variety of sources of information and perspectives are used as a basis for critical analysis (e.g. quantitative information such as demographic data; and qualitative information such as ethnographies, organizational narratives, and first hand accounts; academic articles, maps, and educational videos are also used.).  Important historical and current events will be looked at from several viewpoints and political positions.  Through written assignments and discussion, each student will be required to reflect on disparate perspectives and respond to them, helping develop a personal value system as well as communication skills—two important General Education Goals.  Finally, the overall course structure echoes the Gen Ed goal of understanding and appreciating foreign cultures, diversity, and global interdependence.  East Asian culture, economics, politics and physical environment are also taught with global interdependence in mind: relationships between people and places within the East Asian region and beyond it.
