2. Relationship to mission and strategic plan of institution, and/or college and department goals and objectives:

New courses proposed by new tenure track faculty in their areas of expertise that meet the curricular needs of the department.  In particular, the courses on European gender and the Middle East help the department to satisfy the diversity and global education objectives of the University.

3. Rationale:

The department has worked to increase the diversity of courses offered in all fields of our discipline, including new thematic courses on gender (386) and the Israeli-Palestinian conflict (338) and an upper level survey of Middle Eastern History (337).

HISTRY 102 is eliminated as it is cross-listed with Amerind 102 and is not always taught as a History course. When taught by History faculty it will be personalized in student’s AR.  

The distribution requirement of a maximum of 12 units at the 100 and 200 level courses is added in order to standardize this requirement in all minors.

Courses are offered as part of the instructors’ regular course rotation.  No additional costs.
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
